e Checkif the VIDEO cable is connected to the monitor VIDEO input jack.

Image appears dim on the screen

o Check the monitor contrast setting.

e Check the monitor and camera brightness setting.

o Check the camera iris or shutter setting.

o Check the lens, and if necessary clean with a soft, clean cloth.

e Checkif the camera is facing toward a strong light. If so, change the camera position.

o If a device exists between the camera and screen, confirm the signal accepted by
the screen is strong enough — 750hm.

Image appears blurry on the screen

o Check the focus of the lens.

o Check the lens, and if necessary clean with a soft, clean cloth.
e Check the camera iris or shutter setting.

The camera is not working properly, and the camera housing is hot
e Checkif camera is connected fo the correct power source.
e Ensure the camera is in a well ventilated area.

The SENS-UP function cannot be activated.
o Check that if SHUTTER is set to ‘OFF’ or other value. Sense-Up function is available when
